9 Resist him, steadfast in the faith, knowing that the same sufferings
are experienced by your brotherhood in the world.

10 But may the God of all grace, who called us to His eternal glory by
Christ Jesus, after you have suffered a while, perfect, establish,
strengthen, and settle you.



Acts 11:13-14

13 And he told us how he had seen an angel standing in his house,

who said to him, ‘Send men to Joppa, and call for Simon whose
surname is Peter,

14 who will tell you words by which you and all your household will
be saved.
